NAVOD / INSTRUCTIONS

CZ — Historie Pizeriské Skodovy zavody byly tradiénim dodavatelem dél jiz od dob Rakouska-Uherska. Na tuto
tradici navézala Skodovka po vzniku republiky Ceskoslovenské a stala se jednim z hlavnich dodavatelti vyzbroje nove
Ceskoslovenskeé armady. Zaroveri byla i velkym exportérem zbrani do celého svéta. Vyvojové oddéleni Skodovych
zavodu navrhlo ve tricatych letech minulého stoleti moderni protitankovy kanén A3 raze 37 mm. Ten byl prijat do
vyzbroje ¢s. armady pod oznacenim 3,7 cm KPUV vz.34 (Kandn Proti Utoéné Vozbé). Skodovaci ale neusli na
vavfinech a vyvinuli modernizovanou variantu oznacenou A4. Pri zkuSebnich stfelbach kanon A4 dosahl vynikajicich
vykonu a znacné prekonal 3,7 cm KPUV vz.34. Novy kandn ale pouzival odli§né strelivo proti jiz zavedenému 3,7 cm
KPUV vz.34. Proto musel byt upraven zavér nového kandénu pro pouziti jak noveho streliva
i streliva pro 3,7 cm KPUV vz.34. Pak jiz nic nebréanilo zavedeni kanénu A4 do vyzbroje. Cs. arméda jej zavedla pod
oznadenim 3,7 cm KPUV vz.37. V té dobé to byl nejlepsi kandn své kategorie na svété. Sériové 3,7 cm KPUV vz.37 pro
¢s. armadu byly dodavany v provedeni pro péchotni jednotky s loukotovymi koly jako typ P, pro jezdectvo byl uréen typ J
s diskovymi koly s pneumatikami a novou jezdeckou kolesnou. Typ M taktéZ s diskovymi koly
s pneumatikami byl ur¢en pro motorizovanou prepravu. Kanony A4 byly take exportovany, mimo jiné do Jugoslavie,
Bulharska a Madarska. V roce 1938 bylo na obranu Ceskoslovenska pripraveno skoro tisic 3,7 cm KPUV vz.34
a 3,7 cm KPUV vz.37, z toho 390 ks bylo 3,7 cm KPUV vz.37 P a 300 ks 3,7 cm KPUV vz.37 M. 3,7 cm KPUV vz.37
dokazal prostrelit pancife vSech tehdejSich tanki Wehrmachtu. V boji je ale nakonec nasadil pravé Wehrmacht.
Do vyzbroje némecké armady, ktera zjistila, ze 3,7 cm KPUV vz.37 je kvalitnéjSi nez némecké kandny stejné raze, byl
zarazen jako 3,7 cm PAK 37(t). Jak jsou ucinné, zjistili ke své Skodé vojaci Polska, Belgie, Lucemburska, Nizozemi
a Francie. Teprve Gtok na Sovétsky svaz odsunul tyto kanény do druhé linie, proti pancifim novych sovétskych
stfednich a téZkych tanku byly kanony raze 37 mm neucinné. Ve vyzbroji ale zistaly prakticky do konce valky. DalSim
uZivatelem byla armada Slovenského Statu, ktery vznikl na troskach Ceskoslovenska. | Slovensky $tat nasadil 3,7 cm
KPUV vz.37 pfi itoku na Sovétsky svaz, s podobnymi problémy jako Wehrmacht.

CZ - Historie The Skoda Works in Pilsen had been a traditional gun manufacturer and supplier already since the
times of the Austro-Hungarian Empire, and after the independent Czechoslovak Republic was established in 1918, the
company continued in this tradition and became one of the major armament suppliers for the new Czechoslovak Army
and also exported large numbers of weapons world wide. In the 1930s, the Skoda development department came up
with a design for a modern 37mm A3 anti-tank gun, which was later accepted by the Army and used under designation
3,7cm KPUV vz.34, (KPUYV standing for Kanon Proti Utocne Vozbe, or Anti-Tank Gun). The Skoda design team did not
lie back on their laurels and developed a modernised type known as the A4 which gained excellent results while it was
being tested and surpassed considerably the original 3,7cm KPUV gun. However, the new type used a different type of
ammunition and therefore its breech had to be redesigned to be capable of using the earlier ammo as well. After that,
nothing stood against the A4 gun being accepted by the Czechoslovak Army, which used it under 3,7cm KPUV vz.37
designation. At that time, this weapon was the world’s best in its category. The production guns were supplied in several
varieties, as Type P for infantry units (P=péchota, or Infantry) with spoked wheels, for cavalry units as Type J (J for
jezdectvo, Cavalry) with pneumatic wheels with standard discs and as Type M which could have been transported
behind a motorised vehicles. The A4 guns were also exported to Yugoslavia, Bulgaria and Hungary, besides others. In
1938, nearly one thousand KPUV guns of both types were ready to defend Czechoslovakia, 390 of them were of vz.37
Type P and 300 of vz.37 Type M. The 3,7cm KPUV Gun vz.37 was capable to shoot through the armour of all
Wehrmacht's tanks. However, in the end, these guns were first used in combat by the German Wehrmacht, which,
having realised the Czechoslovak guns were superior to German ones, put them into service under 3,7cm PAK 37(t)
designation. And, how effective these guns were, soldiers of Poland, France, Belgium, Luxembourg and the
Netherlands found out to their detriment. In the end, only the attack against the Soviet Union made the 37mm guns
obsolete as they were no longer effective against the new Soviet mid and heavy tank armours. Nevertheless, the guns
remained on strenght almost until the end of the war. Amongst their users were also the army of the Slovak State, which
had been built on the ruins of former Czechoslovakia, the Slovak Army deployed the 3,7cm guns also againstthe USSR,
but with similartrouble as the Wehrmacht.
