‘Warburton's War’ 1/48

EN

At the end of 1937 US Army Air Force issued competition specification for new Attack category aircraft (attack/ light
bomber). Four companies entered the competition and the winner was Douglas Company with its DB-7 (A-20
Havoc). Martin Co. focused on export. Even though its Model 167W wasn't accepted by USAAF, it was mass
produced. The first order came from France for modified Model 167F. At all 257 machines were delivered. Martin
167 A-3 with non official name Glenn were assembled in Casablanca and subsequently assigned to combat units.
Not all of them reached their destined units. During the Battle of France Glenns carried out 418 combat flights and 18
machines, in total, were lost during air combats. Other machines were lost on ground and the rest flown over to
Africa. They were used by both Vichy French Air Force and Free French Air Force. The additional orders were taken
over by Great Britain. The small initial series of Martin 167F with French equipment was used for non combat
purposes. Further series were produced according to British requirements. Britain designated them Maryland Mk.!
(R-1830 SC3G engines with single stage superchargers) and Maryland Mk.ll (R-1830 S3C4G engines with double
stage superchargers). Both versions served with FAA, RAF and SAAF. One of the FAA no. 771 Squadron machines
spotted Bismarck departing its anchorage in Norway. RAF and SAAF deployed their Marylands mainly in MTO,
Malta and Africa. The assignment varied from bomber, reconnaissance to night fighter missions. During 1942 were
Marylands subsequently withdrawn from active duty.

Na konci roku 1937 vypsalo armadni letectvo USA soutéZ na novy letoun kategorie Attack (Utocny/lehky
bombardovaci). Do soutéze se pfihlasily Ctyfi firmy, vitézem se stala firma Douglas se svym DB-7 (A-20 Havoc).
Firma Martin se ale soustfedila na exportni objednavky, takZe i pfes to, Ze jeji model 167W nebyl pfijat do vyzbroje
letectva US Army, vyrabél se sériové. Jako prvni si objednala dle svych pozadavki upraveny model 167F Francie.
Ta dostala celkem 257 kusu. Pod oznacenim Martin 167A-3 a neoficialnim jménem Glenn byly nové stroje
montovany v Casablance a postupné zafazovany k bojovym jednotkdm. Tam se nedostaly zdaleka vSechny. V bitvé
o Francii provedly Glenny 418 bojovych vzletu, celkem bylo ztraceno ve vzdusnych bojich 18 stroju. DalSi byly
znic¢eny na zemi a zbylé ulétly do Afriky. Dostaly se do vyzbroje jak Vichistické Francie , tak Svobodnych Francouzu.
DalSi objednavky prevzala Velka Britanie. Po malé sérii Martini 167F s francouzskym vybavenim, ktera byla
pouzita k nebojovym Gcelim byly stroje z dalSich objednavek vybaveny dle britskych pozadavkd. Britanie pouzivala
tyto stroje jako Maryland Mk.I (s motory R-1830 SC3G s jednostupriovymi kompresory) a Maryland Mk.1l (s motory
R-1830 S3C4G s dvoustupriovymi kompresory). Slouzily jak u FAA, napf. jeden stroj z No.771 Sq. FAA zjistil, ze
Bismark opustil kotvisté v Norsku, tak u RAF a SAAF. RAF a SAAF nasadilo své Marylandy hlavné ve Stfedomofi,
na Malté a v Africe. Spektrum pouziti bylo velmi Siroké, od bombardovani a priizkumu az k noénimu stihani. BEhem
roku 1942 byly postupné vyfazovany.

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Martin 167F No.114, bila ,2“, No 69 Sq. RAF, pilot A. Warburton, letisté Luqa, Malta,
kvéten 1941. S timto strojem, patficim puvodné GR J/22 letectva Vichy uletéla dne 10.
tnora 1941 na Gibraitar osadka pilot Sgt. Brugére, Lt. Giradou a Sgt. Varasseur, aby
mohli pridat k FFL. Stroj byl pfeveden k No 69 Sq. RAF na Maltu, kde s nim Iétal A.
Warburton. Stroj zistal v plvodni francouzské kamuflazi, pretieny byly jen znaky. Na
kylovku byl dopinén fin flash. Pivodni francouzska trikolora na kormidle svislé ocasni
plochy byla pretfena barvou Dark Earth. Francouzské Martiny 167F byly dodavany v
barvé kovu a kamuflazni barvy byly stfikany pfimo na neosetfeny povrch. Barva se
znacné loupala a to byl pfipad i tohoto stroje.

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Martin 167F No. 114, White ,2“, RAF No 69 Squadron, pifot A. Warburton, Luqa airfield,
Maita, May 1941. This machine that originalfy belonged to Vichy AF, GR 1/22 unit was
used by crew of Sgt. Brugére, Lt. Giradou and Sgt. Varasseur to ran over to Gibraltar
where they can join FFL. The machine was assigned to RAF No 69 Squadron based at
Maita where it was used by A Warburton. The machine remained its French camoufiage,
only the national insignias were over painted. British fin flash was applied to the fin and
the original French one on rudder was over painted. French Martin 167Fs were
delivered in natural metal finish and camouflage was applied to this non primed surface.
Itled to the extensive paint chipping and it was also this peculiar to this machine.
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Maryland Mk.1, AH284, No 39 Sq. RAF, Zapadni poust, Afrika, 1941. Maryland Mk.l, AH284, RAF No 39 Squadron, Western Desert, Africa, 1941.
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Maryland Mk.1, 1654, Eervené ,X*, No 24 Sq. SAAF, Zapadni poust, Afrika, konec roku
1941. Stroj byl patrné plvodné v evropské kamuflazi a byl prestiikan poustnimi
barvami. Posledni ¢tyi¢isli z sériového Cisla bylo nastfikano v obdéiniku plvodni barvy
Dark Green. Posledni dvojéisli bylo zopakovano v bilych obdélnicich na obou stranach
pride.
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Maryland Mk.i, 1654, Red ,X*, SAAF No 24 Squadron, Western Desert, Africa, end of
1941. The machine most probably wore European camouflage that was fater over
painted by Desert colors. The fast four digits of the serial number were applied on Dark
Green rectangle. Last two digits of the serial number were applied to the white
rectangles on both sides ofthe nose.
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Maryland Mk.I, AR733, No 69 Sq. RAF, letisté Luqa, Malta, leden 1942. Také tento stroj Maryland Mk.I, AR733, RAF No 69 Squadron, Luqa airfield, Maita, January 1942. This

pouzival mimo jinych pifoti A. Warburton. 12.0nora 1942 by tento stroj zasazen Bf 109 machine was used, except of other pilots, by A Warburton. On February 12, 1942 was
(pravdépodobné Lt Schrammem od 8/JG53) a vazné poskozen a nouzové pristal. this machine severally damaged by Bf 109 (probably Lt. Schramm from 8/JG53) and
Strelec Sgt. Moore byl zabit strelbou Bf 109, pilot P/O Channon a navigator Sgt. Watson had to make emergency landing. The gunner Sgt. Moore was killed by the Bf 109 fire but
vyvazlinezranéni. Za uspésnou obranu letounu byl navigator vyznamenan DFM. pilot P/O Channon and navigator Sgt. Watson escaped unhurt. The navigator was

credited with DFM for the successful defense of the aircraft.
