Prototyp bombardéru B-10 se poprvé vznesl do vzuchu 16. tinora 1932. Jeho konstrukce se vyznacovala nékolika vyznamnymi inovacemi, drak
stroje byl celokovovy s piné kapotovanymi motory a zatahovacim podvozkem. Pozice stfelct byly také jiz zakryté a bomby se nachazely ve
vnitini pumovnici, coz vSe pfispélo k faktu, Ze B-10 byl rychlej$i nez soudobé stihacky. Ackoliv byl B-10 postaven jen v relativné malém poctu,
Jjeho prinos pro USAAC byl vpravdé revolucni, pfedevsim pro celokovovou konstrukci, poprvé pouZitou u bombardéru. V lednu roku 1933
americké letectvo objednalo 14 predsériovych YB-10, nasledovalo 103 kust verze B-10B z hlavni sériové produkce, které byly pohanéné
silngjsimi motory Wright Cyclone R-1820-19 s vykonem 675hp. Bombardér B-10 byl uvolnén pro vyvoz v ¢ervenci 1936 pod oznacenim Model
139 a vybaveny motory Wright. Mezi zakazniky byla Cina (devét stroji 139 WC), Argentina (22 stroji verze 139 WAN), Turecko (20ks WT), Siam
(Sest 139 WSM) a Holandska vychodni Indie, ktera obdrZela nejvétsi pocet stroji (13 ve verzi 139 WH-1, 26 verze 139 WH-2 a znacné
modifikovanou WH-3), déle stroj létal v Sovétském Svazu (jeden 139 WR) a Japonsku (také jeden 139 WJ). Prvni dodavka 13 kust holandské
veze 139 WH-1 s registraci M501 az M513 byla nasledovana dvaceti Sesti kusy verze 139 WH-2 oznacenymi M514 az M539. VVSechny byly
dodany letectvu Holandské vychodni Indie (ML-KNIL) nesouci tehdejsi standardni americké zbarveni, kridla ve Zluté a trup modry, a nesly
holandské kokardy. Ty byly koncem roku 1939 nahrazeny rozmérnymi oranZovymi trojuhelniky. Od 16 srpna 1940 holandské bombardéry nesly
kamuflazni natér ze dvou zelenych na hornich plochach a svétle Sedivou na spodnich. Jejich role spocivala v obrané Holandské vychodni Indie,
nékolik stroju jednotky 2-VI.G.IIl byly v prosinci 1941 poslany do Singapuru, kde vydrzely dva mésice. V roce 1936 si argentinskéa armada
objednala 22 bombardérd ve verzi Model 139 WAA s motory Wright Cyclone R-1820-G3 a také tfi kusy Focke Wulfu Fw 58B Weihe pro cviéné
lety. Bombardéry 139 WAA nesly oznaceni 501 aZz 522 a zpocatku létaly z El Palomaru, od dubna 1938 byly preveleny pod Regimento Aéreo 1
na zakladnu BAM Coronel Pringles. Stroje s ozna¢enim 502, 509, 510 a 522 od konce dubna do 11 kvétna 1943 operovaly z Rio Grande v
Ohriové zemi. V zari 1943 se letouny 508, 518 a 522 ucastnily oslav nezavislosti v Santiago de Chile. Stroje byly ponechany v barvé materialu,
nesly vysostné oznaceni v podobé modro-bilych kokard na kridlech a trupu a velké viajce na ocase a nesly kédové oznaceni na trupu a na
nabéznych hranach kridel. Od fijna 1943 pak obdrzely kamuflaz zelenou na hornich a svétle modrou na spodnich plochéach a viajka na svislé
ocasni plose byla zmen$ena. V lednu 1944 bylo doplnéno pismeno B (Bombardero) pred kédové ¢islo strojii. Stroje B-511 a B-510 byly ve
sluzbé poskozené a byly pro né vyrobené nové, znacné odlisné pridé. Posledni let argentinského 139 WAA (B-512) se uskutecnil 12 ¢ervence
1954. Dalsim vyvojem z bombardéru B-10 vznikl typ B-12A. Jeho pfedsériova verze YB-12 (Model 139B) byla vybavena vodotésnymi komorami
o objemu 250 ¢i 500 galonii (950 / 1890 litrti) pro bezpécnéjsi lety nad morfem. Pohon zajistovala dvojice hvézdicovych motorti Pratt & Whitney
R-1690-11 Hornet, jejichz vykon 775hp daval strojiim obdobné vykony jako slabsi motory verze B-10B (218 mph, respektive 351 km/h). Celkem
vyrobeno sedm kusu, pét zistavalo ve sluzbé jesté v dubnu 1940. Sériové kusy verze B-12A mély navic moznost nést v pumovnici pridavnou
palivovou nadrz a dolet tak mohl init 1240 mil (2000km). Viyrobeno celkem 25 kusu, v dubnu 1940 jich Iétalo jesté 23.

The prototype first flew on February 16, 1932. The B-10 combined several innovations including an all-metal airframe, fully cowled engines,
retractable landing gear, enclosed gun-turret, and internal bomb-bay, which made it faster than fighters then in service. Although built in relatively
small numbers, the B-10 was revolutionary, and was the USAAC's first all-metal monoplane bomber. In January 1933, 14 pre-production YB-
10s were ordered, then USAAC received 103 of the main production version, the B-10B, equipped with more powerful 675 hp Wright Cyclone R-
1820-19 engines. The B-10 was cleared for export in July 1936 as the Model 139 with Wright engines. Customers included China (nine 139 WC),
Argentina (22 139 WAA and 12 139 WAN), Turkey (20 139 WT), Siam (six 139 WSM), and the Dutch East Indies which was the biggest user (13
139 WH-1, 26 139 WH-2, and WH-3, largely modified), the Soviet Union (one 139 WR) and Japan (one 139 WJ). A first batch of 13 Model 139
WH-1, registered M501 to M513, was followed by 26 WH-2s, numbered M514 to M539. All aircraft were delivered to the ML-KNIL in the standard
American colours of the time, with yellow wings, blue fuselage, and marked with Dutch roundels. At the end of 1939, the roundels were replaced
by large orange triangles. The aircraft were then camouflaged in two shades of green on top, light grey underneath from 16 August 1940. These
bombers were used to defend the Dutch East Indies, some aircraft of 2-VI.G.lll were sent to Singapore in December 1941 during two months. In
1936, the Argentinean Army ordered 22 Model 139 WAA, equipped with Wright Cyclone R-1820-G3, and three Focke-Wulf Fw 58B Weihe for
training (see kit #FR010). The bombers were registered 501 to 522 and assigned to El Palomar, from April 1938, then to the Regimiento Aéreo 1,
on the BAM Coronel Pringles. Aircraft 502, 509, 510, and 522 flew to Rio Grande, Tierra del Fuego, between the end of April and May 11, 1943.
Aircraft 508, 518, and 522 flew to Santiago de Chile in September 1943 to take part in the Independence Day celebrations. The bombers served
in natural metal marked with roundels and codes on and under the wings and on the fuselage, a large fin flag, and the code on the leading edge of
the wings. From October 1943 they were camouflaged in green above and pale blue below, with a small fin flag. In January 1944, the letter B for
Bombardero was added before the code. Aircraft B-511 and B-510 were damaged and received new nose sections. The last flight of a 139 WAA
took place on July 12, 1954 (B-512). Further development gave the YB-12 and B-12A airframes. The YB-12 also known as Model 139B had 250
or 500 US gallons (950 or 1,890 L) flotation chambers for safety on overwater flights, and two Pratt & Whitney R-1690-11 Hornet radial engines.
These 775 hp (578 kW) engines gave similar performance to those on the B-10B (218 mph (351 km/h)), seven built, five still in service in April
1940. The B-12A was production version of the YB-12 with provision for a 365 US gal (1.380 L) fuel tank in the bomb bay, giving the B-12A a
combat range of 1,240 mi (2,000 km), 25 built, 23 still in service in April 1940.
