‘Alaskan All Weatrher Fighter’

@ The design works on twin engined, long range fighter project begun at North American in 1943. The design team was led by E. Schmueden. The
project was unorthodox since the twin engined aircraft was supposed to be assembled from two complete fuselages connected with center wing section and
horizontal stabilizer. The project used several knowledge achieved during the development of P-51 Mustang fighter and it shapes also originated from it.
Even though it wasn't only a simple joint of two Mustang fuselages the USAF high command was highly interested in this project. The initial order in January
1944 called for 4 prototypes (built two XP-82 powered by Packard V-1650-23/25 Merlin engines and one XP-82A with Allison V-1710-119 engine) and
subsequent order in February 1944 called for 500 machines under designation P-82 Twin Mustang. USAF urgently needed long range escort fighter to
protect B-29s. The first XP-82 prototype was finished in May 1945. The initial trials were disappointing since the aircraft refused to take-off at all. Due to
installation of left hand rotating Merlin engine to left fuselage and right hand one in right fuselage the interference hampered the uplift on the center wing
section. When the engines were changed everything was as planned and the prototype reached the calculated high performances. Nevertheless the end of
war led to a deceleration of the development and to a reduction of the order to 20 machines. Thanks to the latter, the first production P-82B was taken over by
USAF in October 1945 and additional machines in the first half of 1946. The development continued with all-weather fighters P-82C and P-82D (the first Twin
Mustangs equipped with radar; P-82C carried SCR-720C device in pod mounted below the centre wing section, P-82D carried AN/APS-4 in same pod) to the
first mass produced Allison V-1710-143/145 engines powered version P-82E. Due to the license fees and by politically unwelcome import of Merlin engines
from Great Britain reasons it was decided to use US engines in the latter version even though they were unreliable and caused trouble during production.
This situation led to the fact that the escort P-82E machines were produced until April 1948 but the last ones waited to receive engines until April of the next
year. Atthat time they were already re-designated to F-82E. Most of 100 produced F-82Es served with 27th Fighter Escort Group. The last three production
versions were all-weather fighters. F-82F was equipped with APG-28 radar and produced in 91 pieces. F-82G was equipped with SRC-720C radar and only
45 machines were produced. The last version, F-82H was not produced at all, it was only converted from both F-82F (9 machines) and F-82G (5 machines).
The conversion enabled service in the arctic environment of Alaska. Unlike F-82F and F-82H that served within USA integrated into air defense system,
F-82G participated in Korean War. US 347. F (AW)G of Far East Air Force was equipped with F-82Gs. Thanks to its range the Twin Mustangs of this unit
basedin Japan were the only fighters able to escort and protect the ships evacuating the civilians and UN personnel. During the second day of the conflict the
crew of Lt. Hudson and radar operator Lt. Frazer scored the first aerial victory in Korean War. Another two F-8G crews scored during this clash, too. Till toits
withdrawal in March 1952 all F-82Gs of this unit successfully served in both day and night fighter roles and subsequently on day and night ground support
missions. Twin Mustangs attacked the ground targets not only with machine guns but also with rockets, bombs and napalm tanks.

Vyuzival pfitom veskerych poznatkl ziskanych pfi vyvoji stihatky P-51 Mustang a také z této stihacky tvarové vychazel. | kdyz se nejednalo
o0 pouhé spojeni dvou trupl Mustangu, veleni letectva USAtento projekt velmi zaujal. Nejprve objednalo v lednu 1944 stavbu étyf prototypU (postaveny byly
dva XP-82 s motory Packard V-1650-23/25 Merlin a jeden XP-82A s motory Allison V-1710-119) a v Ginoru 1944 objednalo prvnich 500 ks pod oznacenim
P-82 Twin Mustang. Letectvo USA nutné potfebovalo doprovodnou stihacku dlouhého doletu pro bombardéry B-29. Prvni prototyp XP-82 byl dokonéen
v kvétnu 1945. Prvni zkousky pfinesly zklamani, letoun vibec nechtél vzlétnout. Vzhledem k tomu, Ze v levém trupu byl zamontovan motor Merlin
s levotocivou vrtuli a v pravém s pravotocivou, vzajemna interference rusila vztlak na centroplanu. Po vyméné motord se vSe zménilo a prototyp dosahl
vypoctenych vysokych vykonl. Konec valky ale vedl ke zpomaleni vyvoje nového letounu a ke snizeni objednavky na dvacet kusd. Diky tomu prvni sériovy
P-82B prevzalo USAAF az v fijnu 1945 a dalsi stroje v pribéhu prvni poloviny roku 1946. Vyvoj pokracoval pfes prototypy stihacek pro kazdé pocasi P-82C
a P-82D (ty byly jako prvni Twin Mustangy vybaveny radarem, P-82C nesl v pouzdfe pod centroplanem radar SCR-720C, P-82D nes| AN/APS-4) k prvni
sériové verzi pohanéné motory Allison V-1710-143/145 oznacené P-82E. Vzhledem k vysi licenénich poplatk( a z politického hlediska nevhodnému dovozu
motor(i Merlin z Velké Britanie byl vtéto verzi pouZity americké motory, i pfes svou nespolehlivost a potize pfi vyrobé. To vedlo k tomu, Ze doprovodné stihaci
P-82E byly postavené do dubna 1948, ale posledni se dockaly motor(i az v dubnu roku nasledujiciho. To uz byly pfeznaceny na F-82E. Vétsina ze 100 F-82E
slouzila u 27. Fighter Escort Group. Posledni tfi sériové verze byly uréeny ke stihani za kazdého pocasi. F-82F byl vybavena radarem APG-28, vyrobeno
bylo 91 kusu.

Twin Mustangy této jednotky byly diky svému
doletu jako jediné schopné po startu z japonskych letist ucinné chranit lodé stahujici civilisty a pracovniky OSN. Hned druhy den konfliktu dosahla osadka
Lt. Hudsona a operatora Lt. Frazerem prvniho sestelu v Korejském konfliktu. V tomto boji skérovaly i dal$i dvé osadky F-82G. AZ do stazeni z Koreje
vbFeznu 1952 slouzily F-82G této jednotky k dennimu a no¢nimu stihani a také velmi ispésné k dennim i noénim bitevnim akcim. Twin Mustangy ttocily na
nepratelskeé cile nejen kulomety, ale i raketami a bombami a napalmem.
