@ In the 1930s, a real revolution was introduced to the aviation by the means of an all metal, cantilever low wing monoplane design. At first, multi engined bomber
machines appeared, outperforming fighter biplanes ofthe time not just by the speed they were capable of. Therefore, the aviation designers had to start thinking of a simifar
concept for their new type of a fighter plane, too. At almost the same time, the first fighter monoplanes begun to emerge from the drawing boards in the Soviet Union,
France, UK, USAas well as in Germany, where the Nazis came to power and feverishl started to arm and to build the new Luftwaffe. In 1936, the Messerschmitt Bf 109 was
accepted to the military as a new standard fighter plane. The initial versions of the Bf 109 A, B, C and D were fitted with various versions of the Jumo 210 powerplant and
their early flight tests and baptism of fire took place in Spain during the Civil War. Until 1938 when such aircraft as the Spitfire, MS-406 and the P-36 Hawk entered the
military service, the 109s had arguably remained the top fighter pianes in the world. But by then, Hawker Hurricanes had already seen a year of active duty. Compared with
allthese mentioned types, however, the early Jumo-powered Bf 109s had the disadvantage of lighter armament and less powerful engines.

Both the Luftwaffe and the Messerschmitt management were well aware of the disadvantage and decided to mate the existing airframe with a new type of powerplant.
The V-13and V-14 prototypes were test flown having been fitted with a DB 600 engine. The new type of engine also brought a new, three-blade propeller, the wing had been
reworked as well as the cooling systems, the nose section received a new, more streamlined shape. The new engines proved unreliable and not fit for service, so the
military focused on the more modern DB 601 powerplant instead. The first test flights of prototypes V-13, V-15 and V-15a promptly showed that what an excellent fighter
aircraft had been born. The plane was designated the Bf 109E and became colloquially known as the Emil. Following the E-0 test and evaluation batch, the production
started in December 1938, giving simultaneously, almost right from the start, two different versions. The Bf 109E-1 was lightly armed, having just four machine guns, whilst
the E-3 featured mixed armament of two machine guns in the fuselage and two 20mm MG FF cannon carried in the wing. When the war broke out in September 1939, both
the early engine-fitted versions and the Emils fought over Pofand and Western Europe during so-called Sitzkrieg. Aerial combats against French fighters only brought
about even faster transfer of the early machines to training units. In the spring of 1940, the Luftwaffe commenced the attack on Denmark, Norway, France and the Benelux
countries equipped only with Emils. Because of well the thought through tactics and excellent performance of the new Bf 109Es and twin-engined Bf 110s, the Luftwaffe
enjoyed overwhelming air dominance. Of all west-european fighter machines, only the French Dewoitine D.520 and British Spitfire could match the German Emils. The
Attack on the West ended in crushing victory of the Luftwaffe. It was not only until the Battle of Britain that the first serious weak point of the Bf 109E was revealed, ie their
rather short legs. The combat experience gained during the war influenced the development of newer versions. The E-4B ground attack version was fitted with a belfy bomb
rack, while the E-7 to have been fitted with a rack capable of carrying a fuel tank. These two new features begun to be installed retrospectively to earlier-built machines too.
Some of the Emils got more powerful DB 601N engine with the GM-1 nitrous oxide injection system and could be recognized by having a letter N or Z added to their type
number. A version adapted for harsh tropical conditions was also introduced into production. Produced, or at least tested was a small number of the E-5, E-6, E-8 and E-9
versions, the 109 E was also used as a basis for a long-span wing, carrier borne Bf 109T type. The productionof the Bf 109E lasted until the autumn of 1941 when they
begun to be replaced with a reworked and more modern Bf 109F type. The Bf 109E, however, enjoyed aerial supremacy for a rather long time. They were nothing less than
avery dangerous opponent to the Allied pilots both in Africa, over Malta and over the Eastern Front too and remained so well until 1942 when the more modern 109 versions
and also the Fw190 gradually begun to take their place. Afighting machine capable of such performance as was the Emil attracted militaries of other countries too. The Bf
109 E-3a export version was introduced to the air forces of Switzerfand, Spain, Yugoslavia, Rumania as well as Bulgaria. Testing examples were bought and flown by ltaly,
Japan and the Soviet Union. During the course of the war, more surplus ex-Luftwaffe machines were delivered to Slovakia, Croatia and Rumania.

Rychlosti a dal§imi vykony deklasovaly nové bombardéry stihaci letouny té doby, dvouplo$niky. A proto se konstruktéfi zaméfili na novy typ stihaciho letounu. V prakticky
stejné dobé byly prvni stihaci doinoplo$niky zkonstruovany v SSSR, ve Francii, Velké Britanii, USA a Némecku. V Némecku, kde se k moci dostali v roce 1933 nacisté, se
horecné zbrojilo a budovala se nova Luftwaffe.

109E. Luftwaffe méla diky propracované taktice a skvélym vykontm svych Bf 109E (a dvoumotorovych Bf 110) drtivou pfevahu. Ze zdpadoevropskych letound se Bf 109E
vyrovnavaly vykonové jen francouzské Dewoitine D.520 a britské Spitfire Mk.1. Utok na zépad skonéil drtivym vytézstvim Luftwaffe. AZ Bitva o Briténii odhalila slabinu
prvnich verzi Bf 109, krétky dolet. Vale¢né zkuSenosti se promitly do vyvoje daiSich verzi. Bitevni varianta E-4B byla vybavena podtrupovym pumovym zavésnikem.
Verze E-7 jako prvni dostala pod trup zavésnik na pfidavnou nadrZ. Na tento standart se zpétné upravovaly i starsi verze. Do ¢asti strojii byl montovan vykonéj§i motor DB
601N nebo vstfikovani oxidu dusného GM-1. Tyto verze dostaly za oznaceni verze lomitko a pismeno N nebo Z. Viyrabéna byla i tropikalizovana verze. V malém mnoZstvi
byly vyrébény nebo alespori testovany verze E-5, E-6, E-8a E-9. Bf 109E se stal také zakladem ndmorni verze Bf 109T s kfidlem o velkém rozpéti. Vyroba verzi Bf 109E
béZela az do podzimu 1941. Pak byly ve vyrobé nahrazeny dalsi velmi pfepracovanou verzi, Messerschmittem Bf 109F. Viykonovou pfevahu si Bf 109E udrZely pomérmé
dlouho. V Africe, nad Maltou i na Vychodni fronté piedstavovaly nebezpecného protivnika az do roku 1942. Postupné je ve vyzbroji Luftwaffe nahrazovaly jak novéjsi verze
stodevitek, tak nove Fw 190. Tak vykony letoun, jako byl Bf 109E prilakal také zahranicni zajemce. Exportni stroje Bf 109E-3a zakoupilo a zafadilo do vyzbroje Spanéisko,
Svycarsko, Jugoslavie, Rumunsko, Butharsko. Testovaci kusy zakoupily Itélie, Japonsko a Sovétsky svaz. V pribéhu vélky dalsi stroje ze zasob Luftwaffe dostalo
Slovensko, Chorvatsko a Rumunsko.

(J)LG2, Calais-Marck airfield, 24 August 1940. The rudder bore nine aerial victory
markings. The eight and ninth (both Spitfires) gained Ihfefeld during two sorties of that
day. He did not avoid ground attack missions either as his mount was fitted with a belly
bomb carrier and one 250kg bomb.
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He was promoted to the rank of Hauptmann, officially from 17
September 1940. At that time, the tail of his plane Black 1 wore the
symbols of 14 aerial victories.

The rudder had 23 victory markings painted on it, these being
new ones while the original markings had been removed, the swastika covered and the
rudder painted over. The construction number Wr.N. 2030 was moved below the tail on
the rear fuselage. By the end of the war, H ihlefeld was already in the rank of Colonel and
commanded JG1. His tally stood at 122 victories. After the war he became a civilian pilot
and eventually passed away in Wennigsen, Saxony on 8 August 1995.

On 24 August 1940
Oeasau became the Gruppenkommandeur of 1./JG51, and two days earfier he received
the Knight's Cross for his 20 victories. During the course of the war, Oesau climbed the
career ladder, became the bearer of the Knight's Cross with Oak Leaves and Swords. In
total he gained 127 aerial victories and in the end was killed in an air combat on 11 May
1944, at the time being the Geschwaderkommodore of JG 1.

During May 1940, E. Graf von Kageneck
added four more Hurricanes over Malta to his 13 kills over France and Great Britain in
1940. He added even more during the Eastern Campaign, receiving the Knight's Cross
for 37 kills and Oak Leaves for 65 kills. His return to the Mediterranean proved fatal.
111./JG27 was transferred to Timimi, Libya. On 12 December, he increased his score by
two kills, but on 24 December he was seriously wounded in an aerial combat and made an
emergency landing. He was evacuated to Athens and later to Naples, where he died in
hospital on 12 January 1942.

White 12 was powered by a DB601N engine, running on 96
octane petrol and giving the Bf 109E better altitude characteristics. This was also evident in air
battles over Malta against Hurricanes with tropical filters. At the time of the February transfer to
Gela airfield, J. Miincheberger had 23 kills to his credit. At the beginning of May 1941, it already
was 43 kills. For this achievement he received the Oak Leaves to the Knight's Cross (which he
received on 13 September 1940 for 20 kills) and the ltalian Medaglia d'oro al Valore Militare. He
fought on both the Western and Eastern Fronts and scored more kills. He gradually became
Gruppenkommandeur and Geschwaderkommodore. On 9 September 1942, the Swords were
added to his Knight's Cross. As the commander of JG77, he led his unit from November 1942 in
Africa until 23 March 1943. On that day, he achieved his 135th victory, shooting down a Spitfire of
the 52nd FG, but collided with his victim and dieé_l.
